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Antandros Nekropolisi’nin son c¢alismalar 1s13inda MO. 8. yiizyihn
sonundan MO. 1. yiizyila kadar Kesintisiz olarak kullamldig belirlenmistir. Bu
yiizylllar icerinde ele gecen mezarlar arasinda hemen hemen her mezar tipi

goriilmektedir. Bu mezar tipleri donemsel farkhihklar icermektedir.

Yogun gomiiniin oldugu nekropolis alaninda baz1 mezar yapilan ile
karsilagilmistir. Bu calismamin konusu olan yapilar, piramidal ve sunak
biciminde insa edilmis mezar yapilar1 olmak iizere iki grup halinde

incelenmistir

Piramidal mezarlar, MO. 5. yiizyilda iiretilen beyaz lekythoslar iizerinde
yer alan sahnelerde oldukca sik islenmistir. Bu kaplarin yardimiyla piramidal
mezarlarin islevleri hakkinda bilgi edinmek miimkiin olmustur. Lahit mezarlar
icin insa edilmis yapilar, mezarlarin iistiine oturtulmustur. Diizgiin bloklar bir
sira geriye cekilerek iist iiste yerlestirilmis, basamaklh piramidal bir yap: elde
edilmistir. Diger merkezlerden ele gecen benzer 6rnekler, bu yapilarin MO. 5.
yizyilda bati Anadolu ve Kita Yunanistan’da popiiller oldugunu

gostermektedir.

Hellenistik donem icerisinde yapilan sunak bicimindeki mezar
yapilarinin merkezinde genellikle iki adet merdivenle cikilan bir platform
bulunur. Bu platformun etrafinda sekilendirilmis duvarlar yer almaktadir.
Yumruk biiyiikliigiinde taslarla insa edilen bu yapilar tamamen siva ile
kaplanmistir. Mezarlarin iistiine insa edilen yapilarin bir ya da daha fazla

kremasyon icin yapilmis oldugu goriilmektedir. Yapilarin iist seviyelerinde ele
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gecen stel parcalar1 bu yapilarin orijinalinde stel oldugunu diisiindiiriir. Benzer
tipte mezar yapilar1 diger merkezlerde olduk¢a nadir goriillen bir mimari
gelenektir. Bu tip yapilarin Hellenistik donemde Antandros Nekropolisi’nde

kremasyon gelenegindeki artisla birlikte ortaya ciktig1 gozlenmistir.

Antandros Nekropolisi’nde aciga ¢cikarilan mezar yapilarinin donemleri
ve mimari anlayislar1 farkh olsa da kullammm amaclar1 agisindan benzerlik
gosterdikleri soylenebilir. Piramidal yapilardaki basamaklar ve sunak
yapilarindaki sekiler, yilin belli giinlerinde yapilan mezar seremonilerinde

hediyelerin birakildiklar: yerler olmahdir.

As a result of the recent researches carried out in the Necropolis of
Antandros, it has been determined that this area had been used uninterruptedly
from the 8™ century BC until the 1% century BC. Almost all the different burial
types can be encountered among the tombs dating to this period. These burial

types vary according to their period.

In this necropolis where burial is dense, some tomb structures were
brought to light. These structures that constitute the subject of this paper have
been divided into two groups, namely, pyramidal and altar shaped tomb

structures.

Pyramidal tombs were frequently represented on the scenes on white
lekythoi produced in the 5™ century BC. With the help of these vases, it has
been possible to gather information about the function of these pyramidal
tombs. These structures that had been built for sarcophagi, were placed on top
of the tombs. Neatly cut stone blocks were placed on top of each other, going
back one row on each step, creating a stepped pyramidal structure. Similar
examples found in other locations show that these structures were popular in

Western Anatolia and in Mainland Greece in the 5™ century BC.

In the center of the altar shaped tomb structures built in the Hellenistic
period, there is a usually a platform reached by two steps and the walls were

formed around this platform. These structures were built with fist-sized stones
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and were completely coated with plaster. It can be seen that these structures
built on top of tombs were built for one or more cremation. The stelai fragments
found on the upper strata of these structures give the idea that these structures
may have been built as stelai. Similar tomb structures are a very scarce
architectural tradition in other locations. It has been observed that these
structures came into use during the Hellenistic Period when there was an

increase in cremation in the Necropolis of Antandros.

Although the periods and the architecture of the tomb structures
uncovered in the Necropolis of Antandros are different, it may be said that they
had similar functions. The steps of the pyramidal structures and the platforms
of the altar structures must have been places where gifts were left after burial

ceremonies held on certain days of the year.
